Answers 

1. Mechanical Engineering degree.

2. They had good communication and problem solving skills.

3. Investment banking, Army as a Royal Engineer, Creative Industry, Construction Engineering.

4. Managing engineers: looking after the team, remembering biscuits!  Thinking outside the box.  What does ‘thinking outside the box’ mean?

5. Palladium.  Pliable and was affordable when she first used it.  A natural resource but rarer than gold and platinum. It is ideal for allergy sufferers as it doesn’t contain any nickle.  It is expensive now and is also used in automotive and electronic industries.  Other precious metals: Gold, Silver and Platinum.  
6. A hinge system to get rings on and off.  It had to be: flush, comfortable, secure and easy to open and close. 
7. Some are developed in Russia and Belarus so she won’t use them (Ukraine war), but these gems have their place in the industry.
